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From ancient times, northern Kyushu - including the
Munakata region - was a gateway to the continent, where
wvarious cultures were imported

Overseas exchanges initiated in the region gradually
developed into exchanges representing the states. Envoys
started to promote overseas exchanges.

The artifacts unearthed in the Munakata region and other
areas in the Japanese archipelago show that there were
overseas exchanges with various places on the continent.
